MACA Minutes  May 5, 2020
The virtual meeting was called to order by President, Frank Obermeyer at 7 pm.  Officers on line included Frank Obermeyer,Tom Abare and Sue Zimmerman.  Directors online were Judi Cettel, Nic Covey, Jenny Ferneding, Russ Ferneding, Chris Gilmore, and Dan Weinstein.

Police Report:  Officer Michelle Bockenstette reported two crimes on the Hill. April 16 an auto theft at 1801 Gilbert  between 1-4 pm car stolen (keys were left in car).  On April 21 a car was broken into –window smashed and some items taken at 1237 Elsinore.  A question was raise about a loud party on Paradrome breaking social distanting. Officer Bockenstette said to call  police when this occurs. 
Guest Speaker:   Blake Robison from Cincinnati Playhouse gave us an update on the construction.  First he thanked people for the patience with the construction inconveniences. He said the project is on schedule and Phase 1 should be completed by late August or early September. Phase 1 is making the site ready for construction. They have installed a new 12 inch water main that replaced the 1908 8 inch main which was in really bad shape. The outside utilities have also been upgraded and moved inside. The trees that have been taken down will be replaced: 2 trees for every 1 that has been removed.  The 150 year old Elm has been saved.  Human Nature is the company that working with the park board on the trees. The current access road is temporary. The goal is to be finished for the 2022 season. So far they are on schedule.  Questions included: Problems with mud build up on Ida Street (will talk to Messer). The play s will be at current location depending on Covid regulations. Playground and pool area will not be changed, but the new plans have added a play area including an outdoor stage for kids with outdoor tables. One of Blake’s  goals is to have more multi-generational friendly productions besides  A Christmas Carol for family entertainment. Another question was about the wall going up being ugly; it is temporary and will be stone like the design plans with greenery.  Blake sees the playhouse and the art museum construction as part of the rebirth and new definition of Mt. Adams. 
CRC:  Vanessa Henderson reported that Busch Center is currently closed. The pool opening is uncertain. Someone asked if volunteers are needed. She said they are making meals for some families and delivering between 2:30 -4:30 and if you are interested call her.
Minutes :  They will be in the Grapevine and have been sent out last March. 

President’s Report:   Frank reported that we still have some businesses open and to please patronize them…Businesses open includes Kroner Dry Cleaners, UDF, Bow Tie, Amigo’s is serving food, Bub’s pizza, and City View Tavern.  There is a group working on improvements for Mt. Adams  called  On the Hill Campaign.
Treasurer’s Report:  Tom Abare – We have filed our 990 IRS return, Paid for PO Box, received $750 in Grapevine ads. Current balance is $31,000.

Planning and Development:  Steve Vogel said we have two pending hearings next week. 1042 Carney at corner of Hatch has made modifications but the committee will still object  because the new plans still  have many significant variances included.  A new application is at 1039 St. Gregory on corner of Jerome.  It is a takedown and a single family home will be constructed - minor variances are needed and committee will approve.   Chuck Curran injected that the current house may be the oldest  or second oldest house on the Hill perhaps built in 1840 by  Longworth for vineyard workers.  However, it isn’t on the historical register.
MABA:   Tina  Russo reported that the pots will be planted within the next 10 days.  The bridge with the pansies will be replanted at the end of May. She is trying to contact Pat Sheppard about cleaning out  the hanging baskets on  St. Gregory.  The Sunset Garden Stroll has been moved to June 15, 2021. Neighborhood Clean Up June 13th 9:30 am.  Meet at Bow Tie.  Plans are to have a pizza lunch.  More details will be in the Grapevine.  Gloves, and supplies will be provided.
Clean, Safe, and Attractive:  Jenny reported that if you see something that the city needs to repair, Fix It Cincy app is working and the Public Works in on the job.

Membership:  Jim Horrigan  - no report

Community Life:  Margaret Mock/ Frank – Nothing is being scheduled  right now. National Night has been moved to October. Thanks to Jim Steiner for his  I Spy tours.
